1. The Patchwork Among Friends book by Judy Martin.  We will be doing the quilt 
on page 25. 

2. Sewing machine and general sewing supplies 
3. Magic Wand notion by Deb Tucker 
4. Wing Clipper One ruler by Deb Tucker 
5. 12-1/2” square ruler 
6. Fine mechanical pencil or fine point Sharpie marker to draw diagonal lines on 
your fabric 

7. Rotary cutter and mat (if you have a rotating mat, that is helpful when you do 
the flying geese) 

 

Fabric Requirements: 

As outlined in the book.  The more fabric you have, the larger variety.  

 

Homework prior to class: 

You may want to cut just enough fabric to do just one block in class and then 

decide how you want to group your colors after making this block.  We will be using 

the Wing Clipper 1 for doing the flying geese, so the cutting is as follows for ONE 

BLOCK: 

 

LETTER SIZE # of 

PIECES 

A (star center) 4-1/2” x 4-1/2” 1 

B (same color as A, star points) 3” x 3” 4 

C (background) 5-1/2” x 5-1/2” 1 

D (same color as C; background) 2-1/2” x 2-1/2” 4 

E (same color as C and D) 2-1/2” x 4-1/2” 4 

 

The borders are cut as listed in the book. 
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
